Times are getthig b"etter. We 
hear It and read It every cJay. So 
that Is not news. They can't get 
much worse, so some think. 

Times got- better after the Civil 
War. They Improved through the 
Reconstruction days until they filnal­
ly reached a point of prosperity. 

Now we are back-back where we 
started, with Urnes, In a way, even 
worse than the • Reconstruction Peri­
od Ill. that the depreBBion covers the 
whole United States-some parts leBB, 
some parts more. 

We are In an unprecedented ab­
normal condition-a condition which 
It Is dangerous to allow to exist, a 
condition which should be stopped 
even at great cost. 

Unusual or abnormal conditions 
can only be combatted with unusual 
or abnormal methods. 

An' unusual method would · be for 
the U. S. overnment to pay otr a debt 
which It owes, to pay this debt now 
and not walt fifteen or more years; 
and to pay this debt In full that the 
receivers may have a little extra 
money so that they may feel able to 
spend a bit for luxuries. w ·e say 
a part for luxuries because the mak­
ers of these liJXUrles require laborers 
or employees the same as the manu­

The South has never • become a 
country of savers. We need to form 
a habit of putting away some of our 
uvlngs In the bank. Our seven fat 
yean ought to help us through our 
seven lean ones, If we have that 
m~ny, and th-en when the times are 
hard we will have some money to 
fall back upon. 

We must prepare for a depresshm 
or drought, not just this year but 
every year. 

We must not feel so bad about the 
condition of ·the United' States. Al­
though conditions are hard, If this 
drought and depression will change 
the Sot~th from a country of one 
crop cotton farmers to an lnd'lplln­
dent people who live at home, It will 
be worth all the trouble and misery 
It Is causing.
