"It certainly is very well worth whfle to ' eet here to commemmorate 
the founding of the Fairhope Single Tax Co lony. ,vhy, the Fairhope experi• 
ment really is the most important movement in the State of Alabama. I 
will extend that statement to cover the entire South; the eyes of distant 
regions ought to be following the outcome of this• movement. 

"Another reason for our meeting here is to gather a• little inspiration 
from each other. I hope that the little story I am goiug to tell will be an inspi­
ration to you as it has been to me. Just across the road from me once lived 
a Di:. Rockwell. Most men of genius have som e peculiarities. Dr. Rockwell's 
special peculiarity was a firm belief in the virtues of goat's milk. He main­
tained, first , that there were more vitamines in goat's milk than in cow's 
milk; second, that there were more proteins in goat's milk than in cow's 
milk; and, third-well, you have all heard about the value of buttermilk. 
Now, the doctor had reasoned it out that when. he got fresh milk from his 
goat he also got buttermilk. 

"Dr. Rockwell loved his nanny goat, and Nanny loved him. The doc­
tor thought there was no 01ie like Nanny- and he was right there wasn't­
and Nanny thought there was no one like the doctor-and she was right; 
there wasn't. '.rhey used to hold a little mutual admiration society. When 
it was milking time, Nanny would hop up on the edge of her stall ·and bleat­
"baa-aaa-aa-aaa ! "- and the doctor would come with his little pail and milk, 
and when he got through Nanny would hop down: 

"One summer the doctor had an unusual crop of watermelons. One hot 
day in July he made several trips to the melon patch, coming back each time 
with a melon under each arm until he had s ix melons . He sliced them up 
and called, 'Come, Nanny, these are for you.' · Nanny looked pleased and 
bleated "'baa-aa-aaa-aa,' and ate I'ight into the hearts of those melons. But 
after she had finished her second melon ~h.i went to t.he corner of the house 
and leaned up against it and bleated faintly- 'baaaa-aa-aa!' The doctor- said 
firmly, Nanny, come back and finish your work,'' So she came back and ate 
out the hearts of the third and fourth melons; then sh e went again to the 
corner of the hou>se and leaned 11p against it; and again the doctor said firm-
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ly, 'Nanny, come back and finisll your work'. ; and again she went back and 
ate out the hearts of the fifth and sixth m elons, and bleated 'baa-aa-aa-aa! •· 
in satisf:/,ction as she finished Number 6. 

"Now this is just a little bit of inspiration. It has helped me more 
than once. ' It gives us an awful stomach-aohe sometimes to hold out on the 
job, but, like the goat, let's stick to it and do our best. 

"Now, according to the program, we are to hear next from Mr. Gaston." 
Mr. Gaston said: "I have one advantage over Mr. Troyer: he had to 

pull his speech out of his head, while I have written mine out and (suiting 
the action to the word) only have to pull it out of my pocket.''

We have continued to get valuable advertising through the conventions 
and gatherings of various sorts, which have met here; including the Ala-
bama Library Assoc iation, whi ch bad a notable session here; the Bankers 
of the State ; the Alabama PreRS Association, the members of which gave 
us especially valuable publicity through their articles for their papers; the 
Buyers Week crowd, of merchants from Alabama, Mississippi and Florida, 
who were entertained here by the Mobile Wholesalers; the Pine Products 
Association, the Presbyterian Women's School of Missions and perhaps 
others which I do not r ecall. 

Fourth of July and Memorial Day were appropriately celebrated. The 
celebration of the Fourth, with its bathing revue feature, brought to our town 
no doubt the largest crowd which has ever assembled here. 

The Junior Chamber of Commerce of Mobile, visited us on occasion of a 
trip through South Baldwin towns and we also entertained for a short time 
Assistant Secretary of Agricul ture Renick W . Dunlap. On another occasion 
we had with us the Lieutenant governor of the State and the Chairman of 
the State Highway Commission.

REMARKS OF MR. E. G. RICKARBV 
"This is the second compliment that I have had paid me from your 

town recently. At the dedication of your new high school 'building I was 
called upon to give an address; this pleased me very much indeed. I got per­
haps a little better view of the town and what it stands for. 

"My working time is spent in the city of Mobile. I am very glad to be 
called over here on such occasions as these. I am very deeply indebted to 
the town of Fairhope for a ·number of things. I take pride in telling friends 
about its progressiveness and idealism-that it is the most progressive town 
of Its size and population that I know. I am indebted to the people of Fair­
hope for the friendships I have made over here and for a greater confidence 
in the altruism of my brother man and for a demonstration that we can get 
the greatest good for ourselves by doing something for others. 

"(At this point the reporter's fountaill' pen, which had been giving troub­
le and necessitating an increasing amount of condensation in previous si;ieech­
es, flooded the pages of the notebook, engulfing practically the entire remain­
der of Mr. Rlckarby's eloquent tribute to the ideals of the little .band of pi-o­
neers who made the wilderness of Stapleton's cow pasture blossom into the ln.­
fant metropolis of Fairhope. The reporter salvages from the wreck a qua'tatjon 
applied by Mr. Rickarby to the people of Fairhope: "It isn't so much wbat ~ 
man stands tor as it ill' the direction In which he is going." Also the perora­
tion: "In the prosperous maturity and man hood or the colony, may God' In 
his wisdom grant that this may be but one of many such anniversaries.'')

Mr. Troyer: I shall now call upon the dauihter of one of our early 
pioneers, who is heraelf active in Colony affairs. We have no more solid 
single taxer than Mrs. Anne B. Call. 

REMARKS OF MRS. ANNE B. CALL 
Friends, I am glad to testify t-0 the faith that Is in me. We meet'. to 

celebrate the landing of the pilgrim fathers and mothers, and to encourage 
ourse!ves to carry on their work. 

I am going to pas11 on a ·little fancy that for some years has followed 
me. Returning from a little trip, I saw a light high over the town, the Il.ght 
over the water tower. I thought how "a light that is set on a hill cannot be 
hid"; and I remembered, too, "How far that little candle throws its beams! 
So shines a good deed in a naughty world." · And the fancy came to me that 
this was the symbol of the practical idealism that has created Fairhope; and 
the fancy followed me up and sought expression in these · words : 

"The little town of Fairhope is a village with a soul. 
Here the people work for mankind, and justice is their goal. 
And, in spite of fads and fancies, which assail our little town, 
The rock on which it's builded is firm and will not down I' 
"Land rent is for the people. It is the will of God, 
For everything we live for is wrested from the sod. 
Then on this rock eternal we firmly take our stand, 
And take for all the people the rental of tb.e land.'' 
Mr. Troyer: "So far as I am concerned, Mr. Voris Is a 'dark horse'. 

He is a newcomer among us, and I am going to let him speak for himself.'' 
REMARKS OF D. E. VORIS 

Mr. Voris said that he had been in every place in Europe mentio:ned 
by Mr. Gait.lier, and on this continent, from the Arctic regions to Honduras, 
including Fiorida, where the rent of his third-floor room at Daytona Beach 
almost paid for the builaing and the land it stood on; and the most beautiful 
sunsets he had ever seen were those h e had viewed since coming to Fair• 
hope. He compared the shore line of Mobile Bay at Fairhope with that of. 
the Bay of Naples viewed from the ancient palace of Tiberius on the island of 
Capri. 

"When we came to Fairhope," he said, "we had no more idea of staying 
permanently than we have today of going away. One day we strolled north• 
ward f.rom the old Gables Hotel, and ,were astonished to find that Fairhope 
was maintaining a library that would gr·ace any city of five or ten times its 
size. Nor, in any town of five times its size, have we found more kindly peo­
ple and warmer hearts. 

"It is not necessary for me to express my opinion of the single tax. 
I am now a Fairhoper, with an interest in the development of Fairhope in 
every way. We expect to stay with you good people, and to carry out our 
portion of all the duties of citizenship among you.'l 

Mr. Troyer: Mr. A. E. Shalkenbach is a s ingle-taxer who comes from 
a single-tax family. One of his brothers located within the present confines 
of Fairhope before the Fairhope pioneers came; another left the greater part 
·of his fortune to spreading the gospel of single tax. 

REMARKS OF MR. SHALKENBACH 
Mr. Albert E. Shalkenbach said that he came from a family which had 

known . what it was to suffer for the cause of single tax in the great cit~ i-1', 
New York, where the evils of land tenancy are so great and so glaring. H :! 
sketched the careers of hiR four brothers as single taxers and expressed h'is 
pride in this distinguished heritage. "I am proud," he said, "to be with you­
proucl to be a member of your colony. Mr. Voris once said to me, 'I don't 
know a place where there are so many nice people." 

"I come from a city wl1ere there are more tenants, more land values 
created by the public falling into the private pockets of a few private individ­
uals than anywhere else in the United States. We need no better illustra­
tion than this to show us the wisdom of the men who came here thirty-one 
years ago with the idea of crushing this monopoly and of founding a com­
munity where each may have the benefit of the financial values he has 
helped to create and where all may share in th e free opportunity that comes 
with free land." 

Mr. Troyer: "We sh all now listen again to Fairhope's favorite singer." 
(Miss Nell Slosson then gave another much appreciated selection.) 

Mr. Troyer: "Captain Charles H. Brown is a single taxer from Mar­
tlia's Vineyard and from away back. I rather think he must have been a 
single taxer in a previous incarnation." 

REMARKS OF CAPT. CHAS. H . BROWN 
Captain Brown said that this was his third winter in our beautiful town. 

He had been rather reluctant to accede to the request of Mr. Gaston, "the 
patriarch of Fairhope," that he speak at this anniversary dinner, but Mr. 
Gaston hacl uri. •,d that he tell us "why you love Fa irhope." 

"There was in my home town in my youth," said Captain Brown, "an old 
maid school ma'am who was a kind of precursor of your own Mrs. Johnson­
an educational John the Baptist, so to speak, preparing the way !or one 
greater than herself. Aunt Nabby Daggett believed that children should be 
given freedom and play and open air. She believed, too, in the use of songs 
in school. '!'here were not many songs written especially for children iu 
those days, so she m·ade up her own songs. O11e that we sang at the open• 
ing of school began: 

" 'I love Miss Daggett- yes, I do, 
And I hope Miss Daggett loves me, too.' " 

"It is difficult to analyze the reasons for affection, but I believe that one 
reason why I love Fairhope is that I hope Fairhope will love me, too. Then, 
too, one great reason why I love Fairhope is that I have been permitted to 
share the beauties of this region with kind friends. It seems to me, finally, 
that one great reason why I love Fairhope is that we share not only the 
physical beauties of nature, but we share the more intense beauty of a desire 
to do good for our fellow men-to give them access to the land. It brings 
love into the heart to cooperate with others in doing a good work. 

"This is a crucial moment l11 the history of our country. The mindli 
of men are going to be turned as never before to the problems of t he land, , 
of taxation, and finance. When I obserYed the frenzy of speculation and 
gambling in Florida land, I confess that I have looked with some apprehen• 
sion on the future of the Fairhope experiment ancl the Fairhope principles; 
but since I have talked with the leaders of the colony, I have gathered con­
fidence that they will not let the good work of the pioneers be lost. The 
eyes of the entire country ought to be on Fairhope; the eyes of the entire 
worlcl ought to be on Fairhope. 

"Let me say one word more. The pilgrims of Fairhope who came 
here thirty-one years ago found not only natural beauty and natural resources, 
but a warm-hearted hospitable and charming people. These characteristics 
are fostered by the region, and that is what the traveler finds today." 

Mr. Troyer: "Sometimes we hear the question asked, "What is to be­
C'ome of the principles of the colony when the direction of affairs has passed 
out of the hands of the elder statesmen into those of younger successors?" 
I am going to call upon some of the younger members of the colony to answer 
that question." 

Mr. James E. Gaston: "I think there are a great many of us younger 
members that are just rubbing along making a living, who are good sound! 
single taxers ancl who will be glad to take our share of the burdens of the . 
colony when the time comes.'' 

Mr. Reuben Rockwell: "There are a lot of us young fellows who are 
as enthusiastic as anyone about the principles of single tax, though we may 
not be as competent yet to administer them as our elders. But when the 
time comes we shall be just as enthusiastic about carrying them out." 

Miss Helen Call: "I say 'amen' to what Mr. Gaston and Mr. Rockwell 
have said." 

Mr. Troyer: "We have still some time left, and I see Dr. Winberg In 
the audience. I am going to call upon him to talk to us." 

Dr. 0. F. E. Wiµberg gave a very interesting account of operations 
of the so-called "binder boys" in Florida. These are speculators who, apply• 
ing methods of high finance to land, manage to swing deals involving im• 
mense values without themeselves risking more than nominal sums. Thi8 
they do by securing options (called in local parlance "binders") on proverty 
which they have neither the means nor the intention , to purchase, the "bind• 
er" being secured merely for the purpose of reselling at a speculative profit.
