History - The original Lolo Forest was small, mostly west of the Missoula area in the Clark Fork,
St Regis River and Lolo Creek drainages. In 1931 added the portion of the Missoula National
Forest that included lands east of Missoula and up to the Seeley Lake area. The Lolo lost the
upper St Regis River area to the Cabinet Forest in 1931. This included the St Regis and Savenac
Districts which were transferred back to the Lolo in 1954. In 1954 the Lolo added lands from the
Cabinet including the Plains and Thompson Falls areas in the lower Clark Fork drainage. The
Lolo adjusted boundaries with the Cabinet several times as well as with the Bitterroot, Helena,
Selway and Clearwater Forests. The ranger list from 1920 forward came from old directories.
Bits of pre 1920 information was gleaned from the occasional dates on photos, old files and
some area histories. Many of these districts existed pre-1920
