History	– The Nicolet National Forests was administratively combined with the Chequamegon 
National Forest in 1994. Together, the forests occupy more than 1.5 million acres and contain 
trees planted by the Civilian Conservation Corps during the 1930s. Due to extensive logging 
during the early twentieth century, only a small amount of the old growth forest remains. The 
Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest is located in northeastern Wisconsin and currently 
comprised of two ranger districts: Eagle River-Florence, and Lakewood-Laona.
