History - The Tahoe National Forest is located in the northern Sierra Nevada region of California. The
Tahoe Forest Reserve was created in 1906 from the Yuba and Lake Tahoe Forest Reserves. In 1907 the
Tahoe Forest Reserve became the Tahoe National Forest. When it was first established, the TNF
included portions of the Lake Tahoe basin, lands in Nevada, and much of what later became the
Eldorado NF. Initially, the Tahoe NF had 10 ranger districts. Districts were abolished, realigned, or
renamed over the years. The Challenge District became part of the Plumas NF prior to WWI. The
establishment of the Eldorado NF in 1910 transferred the southernmost American River lands from the
Tahoe NF. Tahoe NF land within the State of Nevada was transferred to the Mono NF around WWIL.
Since 1973, all Tahoe NF land within the geographic Lake Tahoe Basin has been administered by the Lake
Tahoe Basin Management Unit/Lake Tahoe National Forest. The Tahoe NF is presently managed as 4
units: The American River, Sierraville, Truckee, and Yuba River Districts.
