George Hunt, who has been solicitor for Johnson & Parker for some months past has
concluded to go into the grocery business for himself, in the Monroe-Reider building on
Myrtle Avenue.
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An exceedingly creditable statement has just been made by the First National Bank of
Monrovia, which began business the 1% of September last. The resources are $153,
156.66. The deposits are $88,772.21. The business is growing every day.
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George W. Dumbell has made a re-subdivision of lots C, D, and E, Block 3, Monrovia.
Whereas lots were unequally divided they are now placed in better shape, with 16-foot
alleys. Arrangements are being made for the continuation of the cement sidewalk from
the Granite Bank down Palm to Magnolia Avenues, which would pass this desirable
property. The lots are all large.
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Real estate sales were much more active this week. Upwards $50,000 worth was sold.
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Charles Crocker, of Southern Pacific railway fame, accompanied by E.J. Baldwin, E.F.

Spence, H.A. Unruh and others, did Monrovia on Wednesday. There is something in the
wind.
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Mr. J. S. Keefer has purchased the building known as the Monrovia Bath Rooms, and
removed the same to his lots adjoining the Grand View Hotel on Lemon Avenue. The
work of refitting, re-furnishing and decorating the same has already commenced, and this
enterprising citizen never does things by halves so Monrovia can be assured of a first
class barber shop and bath rooms. We understand the building has already been leased to
a tonsorial artist who thoroughly understands every branch of the business, and will
conduct the same on metropolitan plans.
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YESTERDAY’S EXCURSION

Yesterday was a gala day in Monrovia. The event was an excursion from Los Angeles.
About one thousand people arrived from the city at about 11 o’clock. All the streetcars
were at the depot and every available conveyance was brought into requisition to convey
the visitors uptown. Shortly after the arrival of the excursion an auction sale of an
addition to the pacific View Tract took place. The sales did not drag, but went off at a
lively rate. Fifty-five lots in all were disposed of, ranging in price from $400 to $300,
making a total of about $30,000. The sale was under the management of Cyrus A.
Campbell, of the Monrovia land Bureau, and everything seemed to go off satisfactorily.
A Los Angeles band was in attendance and enlivened the proceedings. The train returned
about 4 p.m.

There was considerable property sold outside of the auction sale.
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THE COLLEGIATE INSTUTE

There have been no new developments since out last issue anent the collegiate institute,
which it is proposed to build in this city. A committee meeting was held last evening, at
which the following prospectus and heading for a stock subscription was presented.

It is proposed to organize a stock company for the purpose of establishing, maintaining
and managing a collegiate institute in Monrovia, for the education of boys and girls.
Such an institute to be first class of its kind in all of its appointments, broad, liberal,
thorough, strictly non-denominational and of such character throughout as to be an honor
to the city and county, and furnish the best facilities for a thorough and high class English
education, and fit scholars for entering any colleges or university in the country. The
capital stock to be one hundred thousand dollars divided into 2,000 shares, of $50 each.
The affairs of the corporation and institute to be managed by a board of trustees. The
school property to belong to the corporation and the net proceeds of the school to be
divided pro rate among the stockholders. Of the vast importance of such an institution it
1s not needful to speak here.

Subscriptions to stock are now in order. It is expected that at least $100,000 will be
subscribed. A public meeting in the interests of the proposed institute will be held in
about ten days, at which a number of addresses will be given, besides some vocal and
instrumental music.

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RAPID TRANSIT NOTES

The road is graded as far as the Batz farm, where the camp is now situated; have heavy
work here on a 50-foot fill and a 30-foot cut. The cut is all sandstone but is gradually
being cut down under Messrs. Monroe’s management.

Gas
will not only be furnished for illuminating purposes, but for fuel and a revolution in the
price for the latter is promised our citizens. It is expected that the city will be illuminated
by gas o the first of April.
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Seven carloads of steel rails for the Rapid transit have arrived.
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The Reynolds brick building, nearly opposite the Planet office, has been commenced.
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Evans, the tailor, has received a portion of his stock. He is preparing and advertisement
for next week.
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At a meeting of the Monrovia Street Railway Company Thursday evening it was decided

to continue the line of railway up Myrtle Avenue to White Oak, also from the corner of
Magnolia and Walnut down to where the rapid Transit depot will be built.
