Lincoln National Forest Ranger Roll Call

History - Lincoln Forest Reserve is located in New Mexico and was established by presidential
proclamation in July 1902. It was renamed Lincoln National Forest in 1907. Gallinas and Alamo
National Forests — the latter of which was created from a merger between Guadalupe and
Sacramento National Forests —combined with Lincoln National Forest in 1908 and 1917,
respectively. Lincoln National Forest is credited with having the first women (Anita Pearl
Kellogg) take and pass the Forest Service Ranger examination in 1921. Today, Lincoln National
Forest is made up of three ranger districts: Smokey Bear, Sacramento, and Guadalupe.

Lincoln Forest Reserve (1902 - 1907)
Divided into four Grazing Districts, each managed by a Ranger. Renamed to Lincoln National
Forest in 1907.
