TO THE CITIZENS ADVISORY COMMITTEE:

It is my recommendation that the Mayor and Council of the
City of Foley set definite regulations concerning use, operation
and maintenance of the proposed "Senior Citizens Center" prior to
breaking ground at the building site, and that these be clearly
stated to prospective users of the Center,

I suggest naming it the "Adult Center for Foley Citizens"
and designating its use by any organized club or civic group (not
an individual), the majority of whose members are Foley residents.

It would certainly seem to me to be a good public relations
move to determine in advance what reasonable responsibility the
Senior Citizems Club or any other organization must assume for
payment of utilities and maintenance of the building and grounds.

In addition, the City should consider giving to one City

department the responsibility for all the City buildings including
the new Adult Center.

l1st year - 1975-1976 $283,000

Fourth and fifth year emounts yet to be formulated but will be
somewhere in the meighborhood of $188,000 for the fourth year

and $94,000 for the fifth year. Total available funding for
the five year period aggregates approximately $1,131,000.00.

Note: The first and second year's funding have been gpplied for,
and full approval has been granted for a total of $566,000.00.

The third year funding may be sapplied for early in 1977, and a
favorable response will be conditioned on conformance by the City
of Foley to the Community Development Act of 1974 goals, among
which is sddressing itself to the needs of the community for decent
housing and a suitable living environment and expanding economic
opportunities, principally for persons of lew and moderate in-
come. (Sec. 570.2 Community Development Act of 1974).

1. Acquisition of site and development of recreational area
in Beulash Heights.

It was the plan to acquire approximately 6.5 acres of land in
Peulah Heights, facing Pecan Street end Jefferson Avenue with
Community Development Bjock Grant Funds, and then develop this
site, further using more of these funds, coupled with a matching
Bureau of Outdoor Recreation (B.0O.R.) Grant. Total estimated
cost of development, prepered by Robert Bateman and Associates,
is $57,508.00. Application has been filed with B.0O.R. for
$28,754.00, and we contemplate being awarded this grant shortly
after the beginning of the new Fiscal Year, October 1, 1976,

An appraisal cof this property indicates current market value to
be $14,200, less any outstanding liens. An offer to purchase
has been made to the slleged owned, a Mrs. Mamie Hopkins, ano
such offer has been accepted. However, a title search reveals
that @ portion of this site may be owned by another party, a Mr.
Wilbur Deer of Gulf Breeze, Florida, who may have acguired title
to this porticn in guestion by a tax sale in 1956, or thereabouts.
Further determination and decision is indicated as to whether to
continue toward consumating this project. To continue this pro-
ject will also require an upward budget revision.

2. Development of approximately 13 acres (owned by the City of
Foley) as a recreational area in Aaronville.

3. Acquisition of 3 lots, 50' x 140' each, behind Foley Bovy
scout Hut, for recreational purposes. This project has been
completad as pert of the first year program.

The Community Development Agency has solicited and received bids
for paving of East Violet Avenue and the eqress street from the
new City Hall Complex, as well as two partially completed alleys
and the alley behind the Four Seasons Rental Units. The lowest
bid was §21,000.00, and at present a contract is in the process of
being executed between the low bidder and the Community Develep-
mant Agency. Therefore, a further balance of appraximately
$37,000.00 remsins, per budget, for additional paving and/or
sidewalk construction. We anticipate the above named paving
will commence late October or November of this vear, the delay
due to the successful contractor having to complete a job al-
ready underway in Florasla, Alabama.

5. Replecement of filter system at the swimming pool in Griffin

When this project was originally scheduled, B.0O.R. Matching

Funds, were solicited to metch the first vear budget emount of
$12,500.00 to replace this filter system. Application for a
matching B.0.R. Grant was filed, but it became evident such a

grant would not be aveilable during the fiscal 1975-76 year;

the first year budget was amended, incressing funding to $27,500.00.
At the time of this amendment, the second year application had been
filed incorporating an additional $12,500.00 for this project. The
net result is that the filter system was installed during the first
year program, and a residual of spproximately $14,000.00 remains
for further assignment.

The application for a B.0.R. Matching Grant was withdrawn as the
project was fully cempleted with Community Development Grant
funding.

7. Relocation of a family, by acquisition of property, physically
moving frame house and rehabilitating, suitable for occupsncy.

In the Uﬂmmmnw Azronville Mini-Park, just east of the swimming
pool, there is a sub-standard residence occupied by a widou,
living by herself, on very limited income, under hardship con-
ditions. Under this project, it was planned toc acguire her pro-
perty end add it to the park areas, buy a lot with the proceeds
of sale, move her house, and bring it up to stendsrd code for
residences. Under the xmwo cation Act, maximum amount for such
is $15,000.00 plus moving expenses m:a a dislocation allowance.

This project was in the original first year's application, with

a budget figure of $8,000.00. This figure was too low, and this
amount was withdrawn and applied elsewhere. The amount of §16,000
for this project was budgeted under the second year's program,
and should be ample to complete this project.

At present we are actively handling this matter, attempting to
clear title of present owner for conveyance to the CTity of Foley.
The property has been sppraised at $6,100.00 and offer has besn
made. to the widow, and accepted by her, as a fair market value
for the property. This is a complex project ss it entails three
phases; acquisition, rehsbilitation, and relocation, each with
its guidelines and regulations that muet be folleuwed.

8. Demolition of vacant, sub=standard structures.

This project, as originally planned, contemplated removal of un-
sightly, sub-standard, unsafe and unhabitable structures. Al-
ready demolished under this ptogram was the old Corte Potato mqmn
and three other buildings in the hesrt of the city. We have bee
working on securing permission from owners of other dilepidated
structures, primarily in the Aaronville area, but have met some
oppositien. Legel remady may ke necessary in some instances.

We feel we have funds adequate for the demolition of several
structures and will continue to pursue this project.

After a delay, the Senior Citizens Center project is moving.

A site has been purchased, consisting of a parcel 140' by 200

at the southeast side of the intersection of East Rose Avenue

and Cypress Street at a cost of $10,000.00., The Firm of Pearson,
Humphries, Jones and Asscciates have contracted with the City af
Foley to perform the architectural work eon this building, and
plans have been submitted and approved by the locsal goeverning
body. We sre at present soliciting bids from contractors for

the construction of this center, bid opsning date set for Monday,
September 27, 1976, at 2:00 P.M. A Liwit of $75,000.00 was sst
by Council action for the building, not including cost of land,
architect's fee, parking lot paving or furnishings. The Ar-
chitect's fee is 7% of contract price, which, if based on the
maximum building allowance, would be $5250.00.

On the assumption that the building can be constructed for
§75,000.00, and adding the other known costs to date, such as
cost of site, architect's fee, survey, and incidentals, there
will be a residual of approximately $10,000.00 which can be used
for parking lot paving and/or furnishings.

The firm of Hand-Stiffler and Associates, Inc., now Perry A,

Hand Surveying Co. of Gulf Shores, Alabamaz, was eéngaged to under-
take the prdject of a Comprehensive Master ODrainage Study and
Plan for the City of Foley. The agreed contract price for this
Job was §$72,388.00, to be funded from Community Development Block
Grant funds over a two year period. Target date for completion
of the study was Jdanuary 1, 1977.

So far, in accordsnce with schedule of payments as based on
completed phases of the study, a total of $58,388.00 has been
remitted this firm, with a balance dus of $14,000.00 upon satise-
factory completion of the final phases,

R total of $15,000.00 was budgeted for this project, so that
after the contract cost of $72,388.00 is deducted a residual
of $2,612.00 remsins that could be used for some other project.

course.

BY-LAWS

CITIZENS ADVISORY COMMITTEE ON COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

Foley, Alabama

Whereas, this Committee, having been or.mam:% appointed by the City Council of Foley,
and having been officially designated as the Foley Citizens Advisory Committee on
Community Development, is desirous of operating in an organized manner.

Now, therefore, be it resolved that the following By-Laws be adopted and by the passage
of this resolution by majority vote are declared to constitute the official By-Laws of the
Foley Citizens Advisory Committee on Community Development, hereinafter called the
Citizens Advisory Committee. - .

ARTICLE I - PURPOSE

The purpose of this committee is to serve as the formal means through which active citizen
participation is provided to aid and support the development and the carrying out of
the community development programs for Foley. The functions of the
committee will include (1) the use of the skills, knowledge and experience of its members
and the organizations and groups they represent to assist and advise the local government
with respect to programs for the orderly growth, development and improvement of the
community; (2) keep the general public informed about such programs and of progress
thereunder; and (3) serve as a medium for the promotion of private programs in support
of Foley’s development goals and objectives. :

ARTICLE II - MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. The membership of this committee . shall consist -of mw members as
originally appointed or elected unless otherwise changed by the appointing
or electing authority in which case this Section of the By-Laws as adopted
this date by the Foley Citizens Advisory Committee will be revised
accordingly at the next regular scheduled or called meeting subsequent to
the action of the appointing or electing authority.

ARTICLE III - TERM

Section 1. Members shall serve on this committee in accordance with the term of office
specified by the original appointing authority at the time of appointment.
The term of membership shall be staggered to increase the participation
of a greater number of community residents and to maintain continuity
of thought.

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ARTICLE 1V - VOTING

Each member of the Foley Citizens Advisory Committee shall be
entitled to one vote on all matters brought to a vote during a regular or
called meeting in which said member is present and providing a quorum
is present at the time as specified in Article V. .

A majority .of the membership of the Citizens Advisory Committee officially
holding appointments from the appointing authority shall constitute a
quorum and a quorum shall be necessary for the transaction of any official
business by the ,m,o:w% Citizens Advisory Committee.

ARTICLE VI - OFFICERS - ELECTION OF

The officers of the Faley Citizens Advisory Committee shall be
a chairman, vice-chairman for administration, vice-chairman for publicity,
and secretary. They shall be selected in accordance with Section 2 of this
Article. :

Officers shall be nominated, with the advice of the appointing authority,
by a nominating committee selected by the chairman, or in the case of
the first meeting by the temporary chairman. Additional nominations will
be permitted from the floor after the nominating committee has reported
but before final action is taken.

All elected officers shall serve for a term of one year or until their successors
have been elected. Officers are eligible to succeed themselves.

ARTICLE VII - DUTIES OF OFFICERS

The chairman shall preside at all meetings of the committee and is eligible
to vote on all matters coming before the committee. The chairman shall
appoint all subcommittees. The chairman shall be responsible for scheduling
regular meetings and shall have the sole responsibility for calling special
meetings of the full committee. He shall have the responsibility for preparing
all agendas and for conducting all meetings in an orderly manner.

The vice-chairman for administration shall perform all the duties and assume
all the responsibilities of the chairman in his absence.

The dreinage problams were discussed, specifically in the Walker Grove
area and Msgnolis Street. It was explained that Community Development
Funds could be used, under certain conditions, for alleviating such
problems.

Improvement in Beulah Heights Ares was discussed. Some citizens pre-
sent expressed concern as to little being done for this particular
area. It was explained that some things have already been done, such
as paving of Michigan Avenue and Pecan Street, as well as demolition
